3. Woodwinds – flute, clarinet
4. Percussion – drums, timpani, bass, chimes
5. Classical – Beethoven, Mozart, Handel, Brahms
6. Blues – B.B. King, Muddy Waters
7. Jazz – Charlie Parker, Miles Davis, Louis Armstrong
8. Rock &roll – Buddy Holly, Elvis, Beatles, Rolling Stones
9. Quartet – four people playing or singing
10. Metronome – a device that keeps time
11. A cappella – singing without musical instraments
12. Allegro- speeded up notes
13. Duet – two people singing or playing
14. Soprano – highest voice

18. Bass – lowest voice
19. Harmony- all the singing and or playing comes together in a pleasing manner
20. Conductor – leads the orchestra

21. Folk music – Bob Dylan, Joan Baez big in the civil rights movement and anti-war protests in the 1960’s

22. Bluegrass music – old mountain music with banjo, dobro, harmonies, twangy sounding
