One-Act Play

1. The play should be 5 - 10 minutes in length.

2. The play should be original.

3. Actors are encouraged to memorize their lines, but they may refer to the script as necessary.

4. The play should center around one or two themes such as bullying, peer pressure, racism, poverty, neglect, prejudice, teen pregnancy, depression…

5. Students may dress up and bring in appropriate props to enhance the set, which is the classroom for now.

6. All group members must contribute to the play in some manner; students will grade each other. I will give a grade for overall impression.

7. The dialogue should be witty, clever, and appropriate for public school.

8. All plays should be ready to go on the due date.

9. You may have sound effects or music to enhance the mood or action.

10. You are expected to put in some time outside of class to work on your plays. Practice makes perfect.
