Poetry Project

1. Biographical information – you may wish to discuss the poet’s birth, upbringing, hardships, education, jobs held, first publishing, marriage, children, deaths of loved ones, death of the poet….

2. Poetry – style, structure, figurative language, imagery, motifs, subjects, symbols, themes, genre, tone…
3. Read orally 3 of your favorite poems by your poet. Sometimes you can find the poet reading his or her own work.
4. Criticism – What do scholars say about the three poems? Analyze in-depth the three poems you chose using the terms in #2 above. (“Criticism” is not negative; it’s the term for any analysis of poetry, art, music etc.).
5. Legacy – Why is your poet still relevant today? Have their works been alluded to in books, movies, TV shows?
