Song Lyrics Project

1. Choose a song that contains at least 5 poetical devices ie. Simile, metaphor, rhyme, allusion, symbolism, personification, alliteration, allegory, paradox, assonance, tone, mood….
2. Write a paragraph pointing out the song’s use of poetry devices. Be specific.
3. Paragraph two should discuss the song’s meaning and relevance to the world today. Do not choose a song because you like it and the class will think you are so cool. Choose a song because it contains many poetry devices and has a deep meaning. The Friday songs I have been playing are deep and filled with poetry devices. 

4. There should be no cussing in the song. If there is, you sit down immediately and take a zero.
5. The procedure is as follows: 

A. Read the lyrics to the song. If possible, display them on the smartboard.

B. Play the song – either on the CD player in the room or on the computer. We can also play it on the record player if it is in good condition.

C. Stand up at the podium and read your two- paragraph essay on poetical devices and meaning. The class may offer insight on the song after you are finished.

Scoring Guide:

Paragraph one on poetry devices = 50 pts.

Paragraph two on meaning  = 50 pts.
