Web Quest
1. Choose a topic from history (CPIII American history; CPIV British history)

2. Have the Web Quest on your website for the class to log on to in order for them to complete it.

3. Have a 10-question quiz or game for the students to complete using the Web Quest to guide them to answers.

4. The students should be led to 5-8 sites on your web Quest.

5. Students should learn major facts about the topic from first hand sources, videos, news clips, interviews, and photos…

Example Topic: The Civil Rights Movement through U.S. history.

Possible Web Quest links: Abraham Lincoln and the emancipation proclamation, KKK, Jim Crow Laws, Voting laws in the south, Civil Rights Act, video of police brutality in the south during the marches and boycotts, Black Panthers, Malcolm X, Emitt Till, The Freedom Riders ….
